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Tsung-Te Tsai completed his Ph.D. in 1998 at the University of Maryland USA, with an 
analysis of muqam music in Xinjiang China. He is a professor and director of the graduate 
program of Ethnomusicology of Tainan National University of the Arts in Taiwan, researcher of 
Shanghai Conservatory of Music, and also a chair of Taiwan Committee of International Council 
for Traditional Music. He has ever been a visiting professor of University of Ljubljana in Slovenia, 
Central Conservatory of Music, Wuhan Conservatory of Music, and Xinjiang University of Arts in 
China. Having conducted field research in Indonesia, Iran, Uzbekistan, and China, he has 
published books Sound, Ritual, and Medicine: Culture and Activities of Folk Healing in Java, 
Religion and Identityin Malaysia and Indonesia, Tradition and Modernity of Islamic Music Culture 
in Indonesia, Music Culture of the Islamic World, and Music and Dance of Silk Road. Sound, 
Ritual, and Medicine: Culture and Activities of Folk Healing in Java, Religion and Identity in 
Malaysia and Indonesia, Tradition and Modernity of Islamic Music Culture in Indonesia, Music 
Culture of the Islamic World, and Music and Dance of Silk Road.
